Dear Hemp Industry Colleagues:

We are pleased to offer continued hemp variety testing across diverse Texas production conditions for fiber and also grain production at our Texas A&M Lubbock Center as well as supplemental observations at the Texas A&M Stiles Farm, Thrall, TX.
These trial sites will offer companies, breeders, and individuals the opportunity to test commercial varieties and advanced experimental lines.  The trial sites are on properties owned or managed by Texas A&M AgriLife/Texas A&M University System.
The Texas A&M AgriLife Hemp Variety Testing Program is self-supporting.  The entry fee for grain and fiber trials is $500 per entry per site.

A “Hemp Variety Testing Program Agreement” (see accompanying form) is provided to define and limit the use of genetic resources provided to Texas A&M AgriLife for the sole purpose of this trial.
Due to reduction in hemp interest several previous trial sites have been discontinued due to lack of interest.  See current trial site conditions in Table 1.  The target planting date is 1 week to 4 weeks after the last average 32º F spring freeze date if possible.
For 2024 please submit as soon as possible your interest in number of entries and locations.  Please follow with an e-mailed entry form (pages 6 & 7), seed, and payment to Texas A&M AgriLife Extension by March 31, 2021 (April 6 if entering only Commerce, Chillicothe, or Lubbock).  (In future years entry forms and seed will be due by early February to accommodate February and early March plantings in South Texas for variety and planting date/adaptation trials.)

Objective:  Provide hemp variety testing under uniform conditions for producers and industry to assess hemp variety performance in Texas production and environmental conditions.

Hemp use & type:
Fiber and/or grain.
Replications:
Three, arranged by block (one rep. per block), in an RCBD design.  Means separation conducted by analysis of variance at α = 0.05 (e.g., 95% confidence interval).
Plot size:
See accompanying test protocol.
Seeding/plant density:
Grain and fiber trials will be drilled based on pure live seed (PLS) and will reflect regional rainfed vs irrigated conditions. 
Target fertility:
Based on soil test information in a 24” sample and draft recommendations from Texas A&M AgriLife Soil Testing Lab.

Trial parameters reported:  See accompanying protocol.

Seed requirements per site:  If seed is limiting contact Calvin Trostle for accommodation.

· Fiber trials, 2.0 lb.
Reporting:
A mid-season progress report is due July 15, a preliminary comprehensive report December 1, and the final report by January 15.  Participants will be provided with maps for each test site and are welcome to visit the trial sites.
